Accredition of athlets, coaches, officials, press and photographers 
All athlets and coaches as well as officials, press and photographers have to be accredited. Without accreditation there is 
strictly no access to the competition area. Athlets are not able to start their competition without accredition.  
 
Accreditation (payment, passport control, presentation of athlete/coach cards) is possible:   
- Generally:   Friday, 31 August 2018 from 1800 to 2100 o' clock 
- Generally   Saturday, 1 September 2018 from 0700 to 1000 hours*

Process of accreditation:  
- The coaches enter the accredidation area together with their athlets

- Handout of the individual athlets or coach cards

operation (e. g. regarding the adjustment of the drawings).

Protest 
Protests have to be justified and handed in to the main jury table in written form. At the same time a deposit of CHF 200.- 
needs to be paid upfront. Should the protest be approved, the amount will be refunded. 

 
 
 
 

Award ceremony 
The award ceremonies will be held after each category. At the award ceremony the competitors must dress a karate-gi or 
a track suit. Any non-compliance will automatically lead into a disqualification.
